Floral Design – Junior Division
Career Development Event

I.  OVERVIEW

Junior Floral Design Career Development Event is designed to stimulate student interest in future agricultural education curriculum and FFA activities.

II.  PURPOSE

To stimulate the study of and interest in the design and marketing of florist arrangements through the agricultural education curriculum.

III.  ELIGIBILITY

This event is open to students in grades 6-9 who are agricultural education students, and are paid members of a chartered FFA chapter. Each student’s name must appear on the chapter’s FFA roster at least 10 days prior to competition above the chapter level. 
IV.  RULES

1. Chapters are limited to one contestant.

2. Each contestant will bring to the contest a bucket and their own set of floral design tools.

3. All materials for the designs will be furnished at event. A minimum supply fee will be charged for consumable supplies.  The contestant will be able to take home design and materials at the conclusion of the event.

4. This event will follow the general procedure established for all Georgia FFA career development events.

5. It is highly recommended that students wear official dress as outlined in the official FFA manual.

6. The State FFA Executive Committee and their appointees will be in charge of this event.

7. The top two individuals from each area will advance to state competition.

V. EVENT FORMAT

Contestants will receive a scenario at both the Area and State level CDEs. The design should link with the given scenario. The career development event will be conducted in ONE PHASE:

Floral Design:  Using the plant materials provided and the scenario provided, contestants will be asked to make two floral design arrangements announced at the start of the event. The contestants will have 30 minutes to complete each arrangement.  Possible arrangements could include Corsage, Boutonniere, Bud Vase, or a 9 flower round arrangement (greenery, 9 carnations and filler material). These designs should link to the scenario that is given.
