North Region FFA Rally
“The Amazing Race”

This year at the North Region Rally the first “Amazing Race” will test your FFA members teamwork, cooperation, knowledge, determination, and endurance!

Teams will consist of a minimum of eight FFA members and not exceed fifteen. Chapters may have more than one team after the first team of fifteen has been established.
If your chapter does not have eight participants you can join forces with another chapter.
Teams may consist of all High, all Middle, or a combination of students.
Team registration forms will be handed out when your chapter signs in at the rally and will be collected at breakfast the morning of the competition.
Teams must meet in front of Mobley Hall at 8:00 am for instructions.
There will be ten stations where students will be required to complete knowledge based activities or fun team building activities.
Station verification/answer cards will be handed out one at a time after each station is completed by your advisor in Mobley Hall.
After your team has completed each activity the answer card must be turned into your advisor at the contest headquarters in Mobley Hall by your team captain. Your team captain is the only one from your team allowed to enter Mobley Hall during the race. Your captain will then pick up another station card and your team will proceed to the next station.
At the knowledge based activities a five minute penalty will be assessed for each incorrect answer.
A twenty five minute penalty will be assessed for not completing a station.
The race will end at 10:45 am whether the students have completed all ten stations or not.
 The team with the most stations completed and the fastest time will be the winner.

***Knowledge based stations will include:  Horticulture, Ag Mechanics, Forestry, Animal Science, and Leadership areas. ***
